Se fino a pochi anni fa il limite prossimale dell’interventistica endolu-
minale aortica era rappresentato dall’Arco Aortico, sempre piu oggi la tecnologia consente
di avvicinarsi alla cosiddetta “zona 0” (Ishimaru), terra di confine fra la chirurgia open di
competenza cardiochirurgica € la chirurgia endovascolare praticata dal chirurgo vascolare.

Nella prima sessione dellevento scientifico saranno valutati i vantaggi offerti, grazie ad una
stretta collaborazione fra le due discipline chirurgiche, vascolare e cardiaca, al paziente
affetto da patologia dilatativa o dissecante dell'arco aortico con concomitante interessa-
mento dellAorta Ascendente e, nel caso, del piano valvolare.
