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La ricerca scientifica ed il sempre maggiore interesse dell'industria hanno indubbiamente
contribuito all'affermazione ed alla diffusione delle tecniche endoluminali di riparazione della
patologia aortica. Se fino a pochi anni fa il limite prossimale dell'interventistica endoluminale
aortica era rappresentato dall’Arco Aortico, sempre piti oggi la tecnologia consente di avvicinar-
si alla cosiddetta “zona 0" (Ishimaru), terra di confine fra la chirurgia open di competenza cardio-
chirurgica e la chirurgia endovascolare praticata dal chirurgo vascolare.

Nella prima sessione dell’'evento scientifico saranno valutati i vantaggi offerti, grazie ad una
stretta collaborazione fra le due discipline chirurgiche, vascolare e cardiaca, al paziente affetto
da patologia dilatativa o dissecante dell'arco aortico con concomitante interessamento dell’Aor-
ta Ascendente e, nel caso, del piano valvolare.

La quarta sessione, infine, sara dedicata all'organizzazione della sala operatoria, al corretto
posizionamento della tecnologia radiologica ed alla razionale disposizione del personale impe-
gnato nella singola procedura interventistica (Anestesisti, Chirurghi, Infermieri) al fine di rende-
re piu efficiente e sicuro il processo chirurgico.
